Installation of your fairing involves these steps:

1. Preparing the bike for Vetter hardware.

2. Mounting the hardware.

3. Hanging the fairing on'the hardware. ﬁ
4. Assembling the fairing.

On all bikea® itis necessary to remove the headlight arm assemblies.

Thisisa simple operation and generally is accomplished as follows: 1
a. Un-bolt the headlight nacelle and let it lie on the fender. {

b. Un-boltthe upper triple clamp and slide the headlight arms
off. Be sure to remove all rings that might rattle.

¢. Reinstall the triple clamp.

/’. MOUNTING THE HARDWARE
¢ Upper Mouni

Place the upper bracket against the fork head; align and secure
it with the provided U-Bolt or hose clamp. The mountis
positioned as high on the fork head as possible. Care must

be taken to insure that neither the clamp nor the

bracket interferes with the fork movement.

Route all electrical wiring so as not to interfere with the
forks. For English bikes, TY-RAPS are included to secure

this wiring. .

Lower Mount

Loosely secure the lower mount against the frame down tubes
with the provided hose clamps. You will want to slide it
upordown to cradle the fairing exactly before securing it.
You are now ready toinstall the fairing,

HANGING THE FAIRING

With the bike on the side stand, have a friend tip the bike so
the frontwheel is in the air. (Pull on the handlebars so the
bike rocks on the side stand and rear wheel.)

Slide the fairing under the front wheel and let the bike down.
Pull the fairing up over the wheel and fender.
Align the holes within the fairing with those of the bracket.
Note: On fairings with four holes, the bracket
holts into the rear set, while the head-
light bolts into the front holes.

A tapered punch is helpful in aligning the holes.
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Hook the two bungee cords into the bottom holes and stretch
them back to some rearward point (usually the center stand mount).

This pulls the fairing into place. The lower mount may be accurately
positioned and secured. Position the neoprene pads to cushion
the fairing. Itis a good idea to tape these into place.

Sit on the bike and visually check for alignment. Tighten
all mounting bolts.

Note that on some bikes with turn signals, thehanger brackets
aresandwiched between the headlight and fairing. Washers are
inserted to make up any difference in width.

Series 600 only:

Secure the rear section of the fairing
by attachingitto the forward gastank mounts.

ASSEMBLING THE FAIRING

Windshield

Youmay now install the windshield. Tighten the nylonbolts
just a bit more than finger tight.

Windshield Stays

Press in ball joint elements and adjust stays for the optimum windshield
height. If necessary, you may raise the windshield by shimming
the stays with %4” washers or lower it by cutting off some of the
threaded end of the stay rods.
Other
Make sure all electrical connections are secure.

After a few miles, re-tighten all bolts
