Disconnect and remove the headlight. Remove the bolts
holding the headlight shell in place and remove the shell.

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Disconnect the tachometer and speedometer cables.

Remove the large chrome cap nut from the triple c¢lamp. On
some models it will be necessary to unscrew the tension
adjuster on the choke control, then unscrew the plastic
nut. Reach below the steering head and pull the choke
cable as far forward as possible. Pull the slack up
through the steering head. (Illus. 2)

Loosen the three pinch bolts on
the triple clamp. (Illus. 1)

Lift the triple clamp and handle~
bar assembly up and off being care-
ful not to damage any cables or
instruments.

Carefully rotate the handlebars and

triple clamp to one side. Remove the
headlight stay on the exposed side.

Repeat for other side.

Tilt the handlebar assembly back and
remove the reflector bracket.

Reinstall the top triple clamp.

Replace the chrome cap nut and
tighten the nut and pinch bolts

to factory torque specifications.
If you removed your choke assembly,
replace it at this time and tighten
securely.

Reroute and reconnect the speedometer
in front of the lower triple clamp.
All models except 750,850,1000GT and
1000GX's reconnect the tachometer
cable at this time.

1. Route the Vetter wiring harness between the frame and left
fork tube. Attach the 3~prong plug in the harness to the
motorcycle's headlight socket.
